"If you own a single disk drive /e or

have tried to use the
Conwvert utility on the ProD0S Users

sk to transfer a DOS 3.3 file to a
ProD0S disk vou have probably found
that you have a problem. Convert
was Wwritten to work with a two drive
systemn!

After dvou insert the DOS 33 chsk in
vour driva and specify the file to be
converted, Convert loads it into
nenory and then immediately tries to
save it out to the ProD(S destination
disk. 0Of course, your single drive
still contains the S 3.3 disk, so the
Prol0S pathname isn't found.

Instead of askm? you to change
disks (the ‘user friendly' thing to
do) Convert displays the nessage
"Error: No room on volume”. So single
disk drive owners cannot use the

Now when %ou
Convert your DOS 3.3 file, it will
saved to the /RAHM volune in nemory
instead of‘ out to the disk drive.

- Put the Users Disk back in the drive
and exit from the Convert utility by
FPressing @ and resetting the path-
nane back to sUsers.Disk/Basic.Systen
and hit Return. You are now back to
the main_nenu and your Converted
file is still 1in /RaN.

Go to the Filer utility and replace
the Users Disk with a formated
ProD0S disk. Then transfer the file
from /RAM to the disk in the drive.

ASCII file. The progran also contains
he nessage, "DUS files must first be

converted oD0S-formatted files

before a leﬂorks can read then.

Unfortunately, the process for doing
this is not as smple as it seems. The
following method wasz obtained fron

the January issue of Nibble. Tho:e
faint of heart and easily confused
are excused!

Use the ProD0S Users Disk to format
a fresh disk and write doun the
nanes of the DOS 3.3 text files vyou
wish to convert. Go to the Convert
ytility and remove the Users Disk
from 1its drive and replace it with
yvour DUS 3.3 file disk.

Make sure the "Direction® of the file
tranefer is correctly set. If not, use
the R option to reverse the direction.
Set. the Prol0S prefxx to natch your
formnatted disk volume prefix by
using the P nenu option.

Select optionn T to transfer the DOS
sk and give

3.3 files to the ProD0S di
the file name(s) you
wish to transfer. If
vou forget the
namnes, enter a
questlon nark
instead of a name
and the catalo%e
file nanes will
displaved.

The DOS ASCI] text
files are now
conwerted to PrcDOS
ASTII text files.
However, one nore
step is required to
convert the ProD0OS
ASCIl text files into AppleWorks word
processor (NP) files.

Remowe the DOS disk and boo

al?le Works. Choose the 'Add Files®
forS Processors. Thon cheose sption
2, "Fron a text (ASCID file®.

Enter tha athnane (prefix/filenane)
for each { to be converted to a HP
document one file at a time. Any DOS
file nanes that contained a space
now have a period instead of a space
and the file nare is no more than 15
characters long. The file will now
load into Appleliorks as a WP file

Save this file to a new disk or, to the
current ProD0S dis Use a new f‘ne
nane if you do the later. Easy, huh?
