Beginner's 0S-9 Part II

In the first of this mini-series of
articles, I took up half a column babbling
about the make-up of the 05-9 operating
system.  This month 1'm going to jump right
into some of the system characteristics and
weed  through the  jungle of directory
commands. So ladies and gentlemen, whip out
your system disk and fire up those systems!

Perhaps the most basic and simple of all
disk commands is the directory call command
"DIR". We all used it when we first
connected our disk drive(s) into our Coco
and first inserted a diskette, you want to
know what's on there.. In RS Disk Basic the
"DIR" command was all that you needed (in
most cases) to know how many programs were
on a diskette and what their titles were,
not so with 0S-9. As I've said before,
there is a directory structure set up
something like the branches of a tree. Each
and any directory can contain
sub-directories, and they in turn can
contain sub-directories, and so on..., but
there are two directories to be most
concerned with at any given time. Those are
the Data directory and the Execution
(command) directory, If, at this time, you
enter the date and time as requested by your
startup proceedure, you will be given the
srompt: "0S89:". Type in "DIR <crd", and you
will be given the contents of your current
data directory, /DO. On a fresh RS 05-9
system disk you will see that the data
directory contains your boot file,
"0S9boot"; your startup proceedure,
“startup"; and three sub-directories, CMDS,
SYS, and DEFS. We will examine these
further one at a time at some later point
but right now we are going to look at the
execution directory. This is the directory
that contains all the command instructions
for your operating system. (NOTE: Do not
confuse the system commands with those of a
programming language such as basic. That is
like comparing a city ordinance to the U.S.
Constitution.) Lets take a look, type in
"DIR /DO/CMDS <cr>". You now have a listing
of over fifty commands provided with you
system disk, and in the next few months we
will review most of these commands, right
now though, type in "DIR X <cr>".  What
happened?  You got the same listing again?
Yes, whatever you have as an execution
directory, you can always call up with the
DIR X command.

By the same token the "DIR

/DO" command is the same as just DIR,
Although both of these directories can be
changed by either the CHD command for data,

or the CHX command for execution director ‘

the normal execution directory is set ¢
/DO/CMDS. Take a look now at the DEFS
directory. To do that you must follow the
proper path, keep that picture of a tree in
mind, and think of following a path as
traveling down the trunk to a specific limb
to a specific branch ect... Type in "DIR
/DO/DEFS <cr>". What, more sub-directories?
Experiment, if you will, with calling up
different sub-directories.

You can get pretty deeply rooted into your
sub-directories, and rather than typing out
a path name every time beginning with "/DO",
-you can nestle your self into the main
directory that you are using by the command
"CHD" followed by the path name. For
example, to get to the "DEFS" directory, you
typed "DIR  /DO/DEFS". Now type "CHD
/DO/DEFS <cr>", and try a plain "DIR" again.
You see that you are now already within the
"DEFS" directory. This same proceedure
works with the execution directory by using
the "CHX" command. If at any time you want
to verify what data directory you are
currently working in, type in
command or the "PWX" command to verify ti..
execution command. Try it. Get back to the
main data directory now by typing "CHD /DO
<er>".

Sooner or later you will call up a directory
and not get the response you were looking
for. Why not? Probably because you were
asking for a directory of a proceedure or
command, rather than a sub-directory. Right
now, type in TMODE -UPC <cr>. Now type in
"DIR <cr>"  again. Do you notice a
difference? There should now be lower case
or reverse background characters in the
"0S9boot" and “"startup" files. This is a
common method of distinguishing between a
directory (capital letters) and a
proceedure, command, or data file.

Try this, type "LIST /DO/STARTUP <cr>'".
This is a proceedure file, in fact this is
the first one that the system looks at after
having completed the system boot. Now try
investigating the sub-directory called
“"DEFS", and once you encounter lower c?sgk
titles, list them. You may be suprised

the amount of information that you uncover.

Experiment with this until you again run
into a situation where you are looking at

SOFTWARE NEWS

0S-9 Dynacalc
I know you have heard the saying, 'Something
happened on the way to the Forum'., Vell,
the same could be said about the 0S-9
ynacalc. Something happened to this great
spreadsheet on it's way from RS-DOS to 0S-9.
It lost some function abilities, screen
format and memory. The functions that were
left out were the 'G' and '0'. The Function

'G' allowed you to do on-line graphs such as
line, pie, bar charts. This one function
did more for this program to separate it
from the other spreadsheets than any other
function key. The missing 'O' Ffunction
allowed you to save your worksheet or any
part of it to a DOS textfile. This function
was handy when you wanted to include your
Dynacalc worksheet in a letter or report.
The screen format is like taking a trip back
to the days of the 32x156 Spectaculator
program from Tandy. The RS-DOS Dynacalc has
a 51x20 screen. Iinally the loss of memory
is not my idea of going forward with an
up-grade. VWhen you delete the 'help' files
on 0S-9 Dynacalc, you get about 21¥ of
working space. With the RS-DOS version, you
boot up with over 24X (help files included)
and deleting the help files gives you 33K of
working space.

e best part about the 0S-9 Dynacalc

“<preadsheet is that it is available at most
Radio Shack stores. In addition to this,
Tandy is advertising this program as a
package deal with the CoCo II, the DMP-105
dot matrix printer & drive zero for a
savings of $105.0G. However, this feature
alone does not offset the fact that the 0S-9
Dynacalc is a step backwards when compared
to it's forerunner, RS-DOS Dynacalc.

So, as I've said, the CoCo is unique
partly because of its position in the market,
and partly because nothing else in its class is
capable of being turned into a powerful, 0S-9-
based disk system with anything like the same
capabilities. But... we feel initial positioning
is critical to its continued success.
