Your Computer needs alot of input from you in order for it
to be able to serve you. You've got to teach it to pay
attention, heel, and when you get the hang of it, you can
teach it some more esoteric tricks your pooch will never
learn {*Fido, fetch me my 1981 Income Tax records - Good
Boy!®)...But without the right input, messing the carpet
would be a relief. The Home Computer without a knowledgable
owner is headed for trouble.

In the last column, 1 presented sose comson assesbler
directives. Of course, there are many more depending on what
kind of assembler you have., Although I only use the Z-80 set
of instructions, you say be able to translate them to your type
of computer. In this article I’1l present some common ROM
routines that are used in the TRS-80 computer.

The subroutine at 0049H is for inputting a character. It
scans the keyboard and waits for a key to be pressed. The
ASCII representation of that key is returned in register A,
The routine itself uses registers AF and DE. you can get anly
one character at a tise.

The subroutine at 0033H displays whatever character is in
the A register on the screen. Before calling this routine, you
aust put the character into register A. This routine uses
registers AF, DE, and V.

To use a subroutine in ASSEMBLY language, you just CALL
that routine. At the end of the subroutine you aust have a RET
statement. The following program is a short demopstration of
* the two routines decribed.

If you have a TR5-80 and an EDITOR/ASSEMBLER you can
type this progras in and run it just like it is. Line 150

is a CALL to a subroutine that clears the screen. To stop
this progras you sust press the reset button.

You can avoid pressing the RESET button by adding the
following lines of code. Just watch the line nuabers te
deteaine where to put these lines.

210 cp 9 jcompare to a
220 JP 1,402DH  ;return to DOS

The lines shown above test for an ’3’. If you press
9’ you will get an imsediate return to DOS. For those of
you using TAPE, change the nusber 402DH to {A19H to go back
to BASIC.

These routines are fairly simple to use in your
programs. In the future, 1’1l have much more coaplex
routines to show you, but right now I'a just establishing a
background to work from.

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A Method To Eliminate BASIC
LLIST Problems

Have you ever wanted to have your BAS IC prograss
printed with top and bottom margins, with headers and page
nusbers, and with a left margin that would allow space for a
three-ring binder holes? Well if you do, there is a way to
do this using SCRIPSIT and that BASIC can write
prograss to disk in an ASCII foraat.

First create, using SCRIPSIT, the Forsat,
Headers, and Page Nusbering as you would with 2 noraal
docusent. However, do not have any text. Then save the
SCRIPSIT file by using BREAK,
SBASICPGBM/SCP:d, and ENTER. The file
extension "SCP" will let you know that all the
BASICPGM contains are the SCRIPSIT coamands
without any text.

Secondly load, using BASIC, the actual prograa
that you want to print as a formatted printout. Then just
resave the actual program in ASCIl aocde by--SAVE
"BASICPGM/BAS:d",A and ENTER,

Thirdly load, using SCRIPSIT again, the file
vou created in  the  first  step. BREAK,
LBASICPGM/SCP:d, and ENTER.

Fourthly load, while still in SCRIPSIT, the
progras that you saved in the second step by using
BREAK, L,C BASICPGM/BAS:d, and
ENTER. This will add your BASIC progras to the
SCRIPSIT file as text.

Fifthly, while still in SCRIPSIT, you now have
the SCRIPSIT format comsands and the BASIC
progras coabined as one SCRIPSIT file. So save this
file by using BREAK, SBASICPGM/FMT:d,
and ENTER.

Lastly, you can now print as many formatted printouts
as you need using SCRIPSIT and the file you created
in the fifth step.
