Signup Requirements: Signup is required. User must have a valid email address. 

 
 

Installing Animoto:  

1. Installation is not needed for Animoto if Adobe Flash is installed 

2. If Adobe Flash is not installed it can be downloaded at http://get.adobe.com/flashplayer.

Go to the website http://animoto.com to get started.

You are taken to a simple sign up page. 

 

 
 



 

 

After creating an account, you are taken to your collection, which will be empty. In the 

middle of the Videos page will be a link to Create One, so let’s do that. 

 

 
 

 



 

 

 
 

You are given 3 types of videos to chose from: Short, Full Length, and Unbranded. Short is the only 

free option, whereas the last two require payment. You can also make greeting cards. 

 

 
 



 

 

After clicking Short, we come to the video making screen. Step 1 is adding content. You can Upload 

your own pictures, Select from Animoto’s collection of pictures and video clips, or Retrieve images 

from another site, like Flickr, SnapFish, PhotoBucket, etc. 

 

 
 



 

 

 
 

 

Clicking Upload, a drop down window slides in prompting you to search for and select the 

media on your harddrive. Once selected, the image or video clip is added to your collection. 

If you need to Add More, there is a button to do that on the bottom left. 

 

 
 



 

 

 
 

 

Next to the Add More button, is an Add Text button, which does just that. To the right of 

your collection, and Insert Text window pops up, asking for a Title and Subtitle. 

 

 
 

 

 

 



 

 

You can preview an image in your collection by clicking on it. You can add a Spotlight to any 

of the images as well. Click the image, then click the Spotlight button at the bottom. 

 

 
 



 

 

If you would like to add content from Animoto’s collection, click Add More, and then click 

Select. You are taken to this screen, which prompts you to choose Images or Video Clips. 

 

 
 



 

 

You are then given a variety of categories to choose from. 

 

 
 



 

 

When you feel you have enough content, click Done in the lower right corner, and you will be 

brought to the Music section. Again, you can Select from their collection of music, or upload 

your own. 

 

 
 



 

 

Clicking Select from Animoto’s collection, you are once again faced with a variety of 

categories to choose from. 

 

 
 



 

 

After choosing a category, you can sample each music clip. Click the bubble on the right that 

says Select, to select that music for your video. It will immediately take you to the next step. 

 

 
 



 

 

The final step lets you change the image pacing in the video, and select the cover screen for 

your video. When ready, click Continue. 

 

 
 



 

 

Animoto then renders your video and plays it back. You can sit and wait, or close the 

window.
