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Purpose

This document outlines “best practices” for the installation of Nortel Networks Speedview version 3.2 for use as a TFTP server for upgrading network devices.  This software is for use on Win-32 platforms (i.e. Windows 95, 98, NT 4.0).  For other software platforms an alternate TFTP server must be used.

Speedview is an application used for configuring the Nortel Centillion Line of ATM switches but it also contains a 32-bit TFTP server that allows us to use long file names when upgrading network hardware.  The 16-bit TFTP servers that come with Optivity Campus and Optivity Workgroup (EZLAN) use the truncated 8dot3 names and are much more confusing to use.

Procedure

1. Copy the spv32402.zip file to a directory.

2. Double-click on the file to open it in WinZip.

3. Select “CheckOut” from the “Actions” menu.  This will uncompress the files into a temporary folder on your system.

4. Double-click on the “Setup” icon to start installation.

5. Click on the “Next” then “OK” buttons until the “Setup Type” dialog box is displayed.

6. Select the “Custom” radio button to select the Custom Setup Type and an appropriate location for the files (such as “c:\program files\TFTP”) then click the “Next” button to proceed.

7. In the “Select Components” dialog box uncheck the “Speedview 3.2 Files” and “System Image Files” check boxes leaving only the “BOOTP/TFTP Files” option checked.  Click the “Next” button to continue.

8. Select a program folder to place the program’s icons in then click the ”Next” button.  Click the “Next” button once more to start copying files.

9. Click the “Finish” button when the files are copied.  The “Read Release Notes” checkbox can be unchecked if desired.

10. Close WinZip.  You will be prompted to delete the temporary files used for installation.  Click the “Yes” button to do this.

11. Double click on the icon created in step 8 to start the program.

12. Images needed for upgrading network equipment should be placed in the TFTP base directory which, by default, is in the same location as the program files as specified in step 6.  If it is desireable to use another directory then this directory must be specified in the “Change TFTP Base Directory” option of the “File” menu.  If you use the “browse” button to select a new directory you may have to attempt to download the first file a couple of times or append a trailing backslash “\” to the path name.
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
